Print Concepts
Have your child do the following items with a book.
1.    Point to the Front of the Book

2.    Point to the Back of the Book

3.    Point to the Title of the Book (make sure they know that the Title is the name of the book)

4.    Point to a Period and tell what its purpose is.

5.    Point to a Question Mark and tell what its purpose is.

6.    Talk about the difference between a Letter and a Word. (Have them show you 1 letter on a page and then 1 word.  
   Then have them show you 2 letters on a page and 2 words.  You can use index cards for this where they slide them    

   and make bookends to have the letters/words between them.
